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Microsoft Vows to Battle Antitrust Ruling

This article deals with the “Antitrust” topic discussed in class on October 6, 2005. Antitrust  relates to merger issues. Mergers that may greatly reduce competition are subjected to antitrust review.
Microsoft Corp, the ever biggest software company recently has challenged in the court by anti trust regulators at South Korea. The company may face a fine up to $32 million and different versions of its Window operating system because of the firm’s software market controlling.  
Microsoft was reported that trying to dominate the market by carrying out its softwares of the multimedia player and messaging components to form the Windows. The two of free softwares thus create difficulties to other software companies to enter in to the digital media or instant messages area. An investigation have made after series of complaints from a local internet postal that Microsoft is fastening the Windows Messenger to its Windows and Korea Fair Trade Commission have made a conclusion that the company is trying to “abuse of the market dominant position and unfair trade practices”. 
In the decision, the company was ordered to launch two different versions of Windows, one without the Windows Messenger and Media Player and other must have links to websites to download these of the software and two of the versions must be introduced in South Korea within 180 days. Replying the decision the company is said to be ready for the court and forecast the Korean market may be freeze and get no change in the technology area in the near future.
