This item deals with the “Open source” topic discussed in class on September 20, 2005. Sun Microsystems releases both the chip specifications and the designs, making them available for researchers to access for fee. Researchers can modify them but cannot change them significantly.
Sun Microsystems has released the Sparc chip specifications, the design of the chip by itself which was written by Verilog hardware description language and an accompanying verification suite and simulation models to people who pay a fee to Sparc International. This is under a promise to set up the fundamental design of its new UtraSparc T1, an open-source project.
 The release is conducted by the first three months of 2006 and uses a license that passed by Open Source Initiative. The company then stated that all of its software is free to download and open source but the core Java Software.
 Although exposed most of its structure, the company still in safe since it has not just taken a half of way to complete the hardware by using Verilog. The company hopes by using an open-source the chip thus can be used more widen which is aim to the business strategy of company to get market share back to Power chip from IBM and x86 chip from Intel and Advance Macro Devices. The company is waiting for good future from the project although providing free software might bring the company difficulties in finance.
